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Betty Siegel is an internationally known speaker 
and civic leader. The author of Becoming an  
Invitational Leader, she is co-founder of the  
International Alliance for Invitational Education 
and has directed conferences for leaders on four 
continents. 
 
Dr. Siegel was president of Kennesaw State  
University for 25 years, becoming the longest-
serving woman president of any American college 
or university.  Under her leadership, Kennesaw 
grew from 4,000 students and 15 undergraduate 
programs to 19,000 students and 55 under-
graduate and graduate programs. 
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
