For the minor, will a student declare a concentration as they are required to do for the Major?

Answer:


1.1
Students do not officially declare a concentration for the JMC minor.  They simply must choose a track, but nothing is formally coded in Banner that matches that track.  So, yes, they are required to do so, but there is no coding in Banner that can force that requirement.

Major in International Relations – Cultural & Religion Track (IREL)

The Culture & Region primary track indicates that students must complete 2 - 4 credits language courses at the 300-400 level.  Are these two language courses in addition to the 2 language courses that are required in the International Relations Core?


Answer:


2.1
Yes, that’s why that might be tricky to code.  All IREL majors must complete two upper-level language courses for that major (in addition to the 4-16 language credits under General Education).  An additional two courses, 4-credits each, of upper-level language can then fall under the Culture & Region track.  As the table footnote states, students choosing to make the Culture & Region Track their primary track MUST complete two 4-credit language courses (upper-level) as part of the 16 credits required for a primary track.  


FYI: The Political Science Dept revised the IREL major just this past year, so the new format is new for us also.  When we had it coded in our old degree auditing program, there was an additional language option within the major, but the new format is even more complex.  Since these courses could potentially all be in the same language, if priorities are assigned, we can experiment with making sure the Gen Ed language requirement gets 1st priority, the IREL major core language requirement gets 2nd priority, and the Culture & Region Track language option gets 3rd priority.  When we test this, then we’ll get a better idea of how this works.  It may require further adjustment on our part.
